Suggestions for next year: Make event and dinner start later at the Knox. 5 o’clock too early for those getting out of work. 6 o’clock better on a Friday night. Food exceptional, a great improvement; probably due to meeting with the Chef, Chris, who made himself available via text. Chris suggested coming up with an a la carte menu. Suggestion to have include both water and lemonade, as a sugar alternative (also to meet requests).

The Wolves Assembly is on track for Tuesday, June 3, with parents invited.

Teacher Appreciation Week Recap: Sherry and Kathy, Co-Chairs.
All went well. $713 cost included all. Positive response on massages.
Summer Fundraiser update. Wendy, Kenly and Ilona, Co-Chairs.

Compelling, descriptive flyer by Wendy. Suggestion to enlarge “FRRES” in order to direct more attention to recipient; also to mention Silent Auction and playground benefit more prominently. Also suggested to send flyer out asap, prior to June 1, when people are in “summer mode.” Also to appeal in mailer to outside vendors and cultural interests beyond local constituents.

Other suggestions include setting a minimum donation value of $25 and up, so people do not donate garage-sale items. Also consideration that the event start a bit later than 5, for access by those getting out of work (however, part of this is about tapping summer residents who are vacationing, and with a bit of a process involved in tallying silent auction items, concern was expressed over losing some people if start time is too late). Also imperative suggestion for a good deal of loaner fans for the anticipated stifling heat, as well to keep bugs at bay.

Hors d’oeuvres, treats, snacks (not dinner); desserts to be donated. Permission was granted by OCC to use sandwich sign boards. $566 was cost for last auction held at the Stanmeyer barn. Probably a 1k float could be allocated by the PTA.

Playground details. School district to pay for mulch ground cover; new nets to capture balls and equipment; plus a storage shed. District brought forth ball-item suggestions, to enhance play: a tether ball; a “Gaga” pit (octogonal structure for passing a ball) with cover; a music activity, such as an outdoor boom box for dancing. Idea is to cover such suggestions, then have spare money to address fixing up current equipment and forging a path to the field through the woods. Tether ball cost $250-$350; balls $35-$55.
President’s Report. 

Ray of Sunshine review: suggestion to lower gift card from $100 to $50, because many have been in need lately; gesture is nice, but purpose of fundraising is for the kids. Voted and approved to lower extended leave hardship from $100 to $50; babies and weddings to stay at $25.

Field Day update: Mark bringing sports back, such as long jump (rather than just squirt bottles). Desire to add javelin this year. Cost: $400-$500. Bouncy House stays, but need long stakes. 100% juice bars. Orders processing for Field Day t-shirts, whether some parents responded or not. Volunteers stay for lunch. Volunteers at apx 20 count.
